


THE GIRLS FROM HONE CREEK 77' by 73" ACRYLIC ON CANVAS

González paints images from the life of Limón, Costa Rica's principal Caribbean port. 
It seems to be an easy life, tropical and ripe with color and dance. The figures are 
reduced to thick black silhouettes where the turbulence of the brushstroke is engulfed 
in a shadow that has become flesh. These figures stand at verandas against a splendor 
of colors, neither possessing them nor eclipsing them. They are overtaken if not fully 
embraced by the design. Without any recourse to the anecdotes of poverty, Gonzalez 
has managed to create wonderfully ambiguous images, both lush and unsettling. 
Gonzdlez's eye for pattern, line and color is unequaled in Costa Rican art.
